Rupee slips by 2 paise
to end at 74.68 as
crude firms up

Mumbai: The rupee pared ini-
tial gains to settle down by 2
paise at 74.68 against the US
dollar on Monday due to firm-
ing crude oil prices and dollar
buying by importers. Gains in
domestic equities, foreign
fund inflows and a weak US
currency helped restrict rupee
losses, forex dealers said. In a
highly volatile session, the
rupee opened at 74.53 against
the US dollar, and touched an
intra-day high of 74.52 and a
low of 74.82. The domestic
unit finally closed at 74.68
against the US dollar, down 2
paise over its previous close
of 74.66 on Friday.

Gold declines hy 342,
silver plunges 31,217

New Delhi: Gold prices fell by
342 to 348,964 per 10 gram in
the national capital on
Monday, according to HDFC
Securities. In the previous
trade, the precious metal had
closed at 349,006 per 10
gram. Silver prices also
declined by 1,217 to 349,060
per kg from 350,277 per kg in
the previous trade. In the
international market, gold was
quoting higher at USD 1,776
per ounce, while silver was
trading at USD 18.10 per
ounce.

Canara Bank lowers
interest rates on
loans by 10 bhps

New Delhi: Canara Bank has
reduced marginal cost of
funds-based lending rate

(MCLR) on loans and
advances across all tenors
with effect from July 7. The
interest rate has come down
by 10 basis points (bps).
Accordingly, MCLRs of the
bank shall vary between 7.20
per cent for overnight
loans/advances and 7.55 per
cent for one-year
loans/advances. The repo-
linked lending rate continues
to be 6.90 per cent. After the
amalgamation of Syndicate
Bank into Canara Bank on
April 1, 2020, it has attained
the position of 4th largest
public sector bank with a
business of Rs 15,53,792
crore. It now has 10,403
domestic branches, 13,448
ATMs and around 6,000
Business Correspondents.

They assured me that orders to
control prices will be issued in
the next four to five days. No one
will be allowed to indulge in prof-
iteering by overpricing the
masks,” the minister said.

The role of the NPPA in increas-
ing the prices of masks has come
under the scanner. The mask
which Venus Safety and Health
sold to KEM Hospital in Mumbai
for ¥11.66 paise in September 2019
and to Haffkine, a government
agency, for ¥17.33 paise in March
2020, was sold by this company for
%160 per piece in April 2020. This
means the mask sold for ¥17.33 in
March is now being sold at a
whopping %95 from May 26, 2020.
The Venus company set three
variable rates for the masks in
March, April and May.

Even while fixing these rates of
masks, all the mask manufactur-
ers set their own arbitrary rates
and reported them to the NPPA.
The NPPA blindly accepted the
rates and informed the FDA in
Maharashtra. The most serious
thing is that all these things have
been mentioned by NPPA itself in
the affidavit if filed in the
Bombay High Court. It doesn’t
seem to fear anything and that is
why this open loot of public
money has continued.

The NPPA had stated in that

affidavit that it was not the right
time to control the prices of
masks. It gave the excuse that
implementation of any price reg-
ulatory measure will affect the
demand and supply of masks.
When this happened, the N95
mask was in the purview of the
Essential Services and
Commodities Act. On June 30, the
N95 mask was excluded from the
purview of this Act.

The drug price control orders
apply to items covered by the
Essential Services and
Commodities Act. According to
this Act, the goods can be sold at
10 per cent higher than the price
at which they were sold in the last
12 months. Venus had sold the
masks to the government twice in
the last 12 months at ¥11.66 and
%17.33. Ten percent of this
amount comes to 1.5 to ¥2. That
is why these masks were deliber-
ately brought into the Essential
Services and Commodities Act
from April 1 to June 30, 2020.
Thus, the purchase of masks was
automatically exempted from the
applicability of what cost it was
sold before April 1. It has come to
light that all these illegalities
have been carried out in a sys-
tematic manner in connivance
with the government machinery.
The case is currently before the
Bombay High Court.

Since the violent clash in the
Galwan valley, the Indian Army
reinforcements have been backed
by its M-777 ultra-light howitzers
bought from the US, sources said.
The American howitzers, sling-
loaded to helicopters, are known
for their precision artillery fire
up to a range of 24-30 kms in
mountainous regions.

Air Force's transport aircraft,
that is C-17 Globemaster III,
sources said, have been used to
airlift soldiers, infantry combat
vehicles and heavy tanks like T-
72/T-90 tanks.

According to military sources,
the Army has also pressed into
service, the Russian Sukhoi-30
fighters, MiG-29 jets, Ilyushin-76
heavy-lift planes, An-32 transport
planes, Mi-17 utility helicopters,
and BMP-2/2K infantry combat
vehicles. To support the Army's
forward deployments like the
Daulat Beg Oldie (DBO) sector
along the LAC, sources said, C-
130J Super Hercules aircraft are
being used. The DBO, the world's
highest runway, stands at 16,614
feet, and 8km from the LAC in
north-eastern Ladakh.

Navy's P-81 aircraft generally
used for maritime patrol and
reconnaissance, sources said, are
being used in Ladakh for high
altitude surveillance.

The Centre’s 90,000 crore
liquidity window to finan-
cially stressed state dis-
coms for clearing their
mounting dues to power
genreration companies
may not be sufficient to
clean up their books and
clear all outstanding.

The reason is that power
distribution companies’
(discoms) pending dues to
power generation compa-
nies (gencos) has risen 73
per cent year-on-year and 8
per cent month-on-month
to %1,05,000 crore as of
April 2020.

The total outstandings
stood at 1,23,000 crore
(+52% yoy/+7% mom),
close to its November 2015
peak of %1,35,000 crore. Of
the total, discoms in key
states of Rajasthan, Tamil
Nadu, Uttar Pradesh,
Maharashtra, Karnataka,
Telangana and Jharkhand
account for 81 per cent of
the total overdue owed to
gencos. According to a
