Finance Minister Nirmala
Sitharaman on Saturday
said that the government,
undeterred by the Covid-19
pandemic, has been pursu-
ing reforms for achieving
sustained long-term
growth in a bid to make
India one of the top
economies of the world in
the coming decades.
Replying to debate on
Budget 2021-22 in Lok
Sabha, she said, the Prime
Minister did not lose any
opportunity to continue
with the reforms and this
Budget has set the pace for
India to become self-reliant
or Aatmanirbhar.

Earlier this month, the
Finance Minister present-
ed a %34.5 lakh crore
Budget for 2021-22, in the
backdrop of the pandemic.

The Budget has laid
emphasis on increasing
capital expenditure, rais-
ing allocation for health-
care capacity building and
development of agricul-
ture infrastructure, among
others, which are expected
to have a multiplier effect
on the economy. She said
her Budget for 2021-22, has
provided the highest capex
growth of 34.4 per cent by
providing more money to
railways, roads and
defence. Referring to a
series of measures taken to
stimulate the economy hit

by the pandemic, she said,
Covid-19 did not deter the
government from taking
up reforms, which are
going to be necessary for
sustaining long-term goals
for this country.
Emphasising that sus-
tained commitment to
reform is blended in the
Budget, she said, “reforms

are going to lay a path for
India to be one of the top
economies of the world in
the coming decades.” On
handling of Covid-19 pan-
demic, the Finance
Minister said, “The death
rates are the lowest in the
world, active cases have
come down... we have actu-
ally managed to bend the

curve. And as a result, the
revival of the economy
looks a lot more sustain-
able and this Budget gives
necessary impetus.”

Responding to the charge
of crony capitalism, the
minister said, the govern-
ment under Narendra
Modi works for common
people and not for cronies.
Reeling out statistics to
show the government’s
pro-poor policies, she said,
measures of providing toi-
lets, houses and MUDRA
Yojana, rural roads were
not meant for cronies. “We
don’t do work for any
cronies, we work for the
common citizen who
believes in the Prime
Minister,” she said.

Strong demand to support
domestic steel pr|ces

New Delhi, Feb 13: Strong
domestic demand along
with low finished invento-
ry are expected to support
domestic steel prices,
Motilal Oswal Financial
Services said in a report.

As per the report, India’s
steel consumption grew 9
per cent year-on-year and 3
per cent month-on-month
t0 9.97 mt in January 2021.

Notably, the growth came
on a strong base period of
January 20 which also wit-
nessed demand growth of 9
per cent YoY.

This growth has been
supported by robust
demand from infrastruc-

ture and double-digit
growth in auto, white
goods, and consumer

durables. “Declining
exports and rising imports
further indicate a strong
rebound in  domestic
demand. Lower domestic
steel inventory provides
comfort on steel prices,”
the report said.

“Domestic rebar prices,

however, have come under
pressure due to rising sup-
ply and softened demand
in the construction seg-
ment, weighed by high
prices of construction
material such as cement
and steel.”

On the other hand, the
report cited domestic HRC
prices remained strong on
the back of sustained
demand and regional
prices.

“However, easing iron ore
prices, led by improving
supply, are cushioning
steel spreads.”

“Thus, despite decline in
steel prices, domestic steel
spreads remain strong, up
¥5,600-6,000 per tonne over
the 3QFY21 average.”

Diesel price rise hlghest in Delh1 by 36 paise/litre

New Delhi, Feb 13; Petrol
and dlesel prices main-
tained its northward rally
on Saturday amid firm
global prices with the
benchmark Brent crude
gaining over 2 per cent on a
single day to cross $62 a bar-
rel mark.

Accordingly, oil market-
ing companies raised the
pump price of diesel by
year high level of 36 paise
per litre and petrol by
another 30 paise per litre in
Delhi. With this increase,
the fifth consecutive this
week, petrol is now priced
at ¥88.44 a litre and diesel
%78.74 a litre in the national
capital. Across the country
as well the petrol prices
increase ranged from 25-30
paise per litre and diesel
price 30-40 paise per litre.
depending on the level of
local taxes on the two petro-
leum products. In Mumbai,

petrol prices is just I5 per
litre short of touching
three digit mark of %100 per
litre for the very first ever
anywhere in the country.
Diesel prices in the city is
closing on on 90 a litre. In
all other metros, petrol is
either a over %90 a litre
mark or just a shade below
that level while diesel is
over %80 a litre barring
Delhi.

New Delhi, Feb 13: Luxury
car segment financiers -
Foreign passenger vehicle
NBFC Captives (FOC) - are
likely to see a pick-up in
growth next fiscal due to low
base, said ICRA. The seg-
ment plays vital sales boost-
ing financing role for the
luxury car industry by offer-
ing low-cost credit and inno-
vative credit models. It also
plays an important role in
inventory and long-term
financing for dealerships,
which supports the dealers’
financial flexibility owing to
the relatively low sales vol-
ume of foreign OEMs in
India. According to ICRA,
the slowdown in PV segment
along with Covid-induced
disruption led FOCs credit
contraction by 8 per cent
year-on-year in FY20 which
further dipped by 4 per cent
YTD in H1 FY21.
